So far in 
2022 they've appeared around the harbour 
at the Kirkcudbright Arts & Craft Trail, were 
racing boat cargo for the Nithraid River 
Festival and flown on the suspension 
bridge in  Dumfries, they flew on a tall ship 
for Bell Raid in Annan, decorated the High 
Street in Forres and flew on tall ship for 
the Findhorn Bay Festival.

'LAND' artist to host a flag design and 
make workshop online or in person.

An environmental arts project that 
brings people together for climate 
conversation and creative expression.

The flags are 
flown at events, exhibitions and used 
to 'dress' tall ships in a stunning and 
powerful display that signals collective 
climate concerns, hopes and visions 
for the future. 
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
